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PNI colleagues,

I would like to take this opportunity to introduce myself. I am Tae-hoon Ha,
the President of the Korean Institute of Criminology and Justice. In August
2021, 1 was designated as the 16th President of the KICJ for 3-years term.

First of all, I would like to express my deepest gratitude to ICCLR for their
hard working to prepare for the PNI coordination meeting.

Before introducing the KICJ’ s activities, I would like to reiterate about the
name change of the institute once again through this opportunity. As we
already informed you before, in May 2021, the name of our institute was
changed from the Korean Institute of Criminology to the Korean Institute of
Criminology and Justice to undertake more diverse and proactive
interdisciplinary studies. With the name change, the research scope of KICJ has
extended to cover legal policies, including civil affairs, commercial affairs,
international legal affairs, in addition to criminology, criminal law and criminal
justice policy focused research. As an integrated think tank on criminal justice
and legal policy, KICJ will continue to engage in active international
cooperation, particularly in the context of the PNI network.

Next, I would like to inform you that Dr. Jisun Choi has been appointed as our
new Director of the Division of International Affairs following Dr. Jea Hyen
Soung. Dr.Soung has been designated as Head of the Human Rights Bureau at
the Ministry of Justice. KICJ is greatly appreciative of all his efforts and




contributions enhancing our international network over the past several years,
and we wish him every success in his future endeavors.

At the 32nd session of CCPCJ in May, KICJ attended plenary sessions and the
PNI Workshop. During the thematic discussion on item 5, I spoke on the
importance of restorative justice and outlined the efforts of the Korean
government on establishing victim-oriented criminal justice policies. Dr, Soung
spoke on restorative justice for juvenile offenders during the PNI workshop.

On July 10, KICJ signed an MOU with the Faculty of Law at the University of
Miinster in Germany. The agreement ensures partnership in multiple areas such
as criminal justice and policy, criminology, criminal law and procedure as well
as legal policies such as civil law, insurance law, antitrust law, business law,
and civil procedure.

We also have several upcoming events lined up including a KICJ-NIJ Round
table at the ASC Annual Meeting on November 16. We will also be signing
MOUs with John Jay College of Criminal Justice and Illinois State University
around that time, and with ILANUD in December.

On December 13, the KICJ International Forum will be celebrating its 10th
anniversary. Under the main theme of “Criminal Justice and Legal Policy
Responses to Combat Transnational Organized Crime” , the Forum examines
five major types of transnational organized crime-illicit drugs, human
trafficking and migrant smuggling, cybercrime, money laundering, and
terrorism-and explores strategies for effective response.

As for other future events, Director Morinaga from UNAFEI will be visiting
KICJ on November 13 to discuss potential research collaborations on random
attack crimes. KICJ is also in talks with UNICRI on organizing the Workshop (d)
at the 15th UN Crime Congress.

KICJ plans to hold a side event at the 33rd session of CCPCJ next year to
commemorate the 20th anniversary of joining UNPNI. We welcome and
encourage contribution and participation from fellow PNIs.

We plan to continue collaborating and coordinating with other PNI institutes
going forward.
